GETTING STARTED

INSTALLATION
1) Place your Air Cooler at least 10 cm away from wall or any other obstruction.

While plug in the mains cord please
ensure that phase (L) & neutral (N) of the
mains cord should match with the phase
and neutral of the socket as per standard.

The Cooler should be placed near a window / door to allow in fresh air.
The Cooler has been provided with inbuilt wheels for easy maneuverability.

Always ensure that there is another open window / door through which warm air can
exhaust from the room. Constant air change is very essential for fresh air cooling by
your Cooler.

Plug in the mains cord of your Cooler to a wall socket. Ensure the plug is properly
earthed & is in OFF Position while plugging.

POWER SUPPLY : Ensure that your Cooler is plugged into specified
Voltage & Frequency outlet only. Also ensure proper earthing of power point.
Switch ‘ON’ the power supply

PRE SOAKING: Before putting on the Cooler fan, it is advisable to run
pump for few minutes by rotating FUNCTION knob "COOL" mode, This will
ensure uniform soaking of cooling media & avoid sprinkling of water if any.

A) Set the POWER Knob to ON position. Set the SPEED Knob to desired
level viz. WINDY, GENTLE, QUIET ( i.e. high, med, low, ) of air delivery.
Ifyouwanttousethe coolerin COOL mode; Setthe FUNCTION Knobto
COOL/SWING position to obtain continuous horizontal oscillation of air.

B) If you need a focused blast of cool air, wait for the blast to focus in the
direction you desire and then turn the FUNCTION Knob to COOL
Position.

C) When you want to use the cooler in FAN mode; set the FUNCTION
Knob to SWING position to obtain continuous horizontal oscillation of
air.If you need to focused blast of fresh air, wait for the blast to focus in
the direction you desire and then turn the FUNCTION Knob to OFF
Position.

Press power button to turn off the unit. Only power LED will glow remaining will
be kept in off condition.

SPEED

After plugging the cooler into the specified voltage press the speed button to start
the Fan & Select the fan speed level in the following sequence High-Medium-Low.
Specified LED will glow according to your selection.

cooL

In order to increase the cooling level of blowing air press cool button. Ensure that
the tank of the cooler is filled with water at required level before pressing the cool
button. Press again cool button to off the cool function.

SWING

In order to spread the air around the room press swing button. LED will glow when
you press the swing button.

TIMER

Press the timer button to set the desired timing level, the range of the timer is 1-7
hours. Specified LED will glow according to your timing level. No LED glows mean
its continuous mode.

@ To operate, the distance should be within 5 meters & at an angle of +30° from the unit
with a clear line of sight.

® Remove the batteries if the remote controller is not to be used for long period of time.

® Don't tear the batteries apart or throw them into the fire, which will lead to irreparable
damage.




OPERATIONAL CARE AND REGULAR MAINTENANCE

OPERATIONAL CARE
1)  When your Air Cooler is not in operation, make sure to switch all the switches to OFF
Position.

2) Operate the buttons gently.

3) Do not wipe the cooler with harsh chemicals, scrubbing powder or thinner as they will
damage the body.
4) Do not keep heavy load on the top of your Air Cooler.

5) Do not add any bleaching agents into the water in the tank.

6) Before moving or relocating the cooler ensure that the mains cord is unplugged and
that the water tank is empty.
7) Do notimmerse the unit in water.

8) Do not use any cleaning chemicals such as detergents and abrasives.

9) Do not allow the interior (special for the PCB) to get wet as this could create a hazard.

REGULAR MAINTENANCE
Periodic maintenance helps to keep your Air Cooler in good condition.

1) Itis recommended to drain the Cooler and clean the cooling pads every month.

2) Replace the HONEYCOMB PAD once in two / three years & replace the cooler pad
once a year in case of WOOD WOOL.

3) After the summer season ensure that the water is drained off completely & pads are
dried before storage.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

If Air cooler fails to operate, please check the following before calling for service.

® Please check that there is electric supply at the power point.

®  Please check that the power point is switched 'ON' and that the plug is in its place
correctly.

e Please check that the controls are set properly.

The remote control is not working properly :
@ Check that the remote control batteries are correctly inserted according to the +/-
orientation.

@ Replace the remote control batteries if they are flat or weak.

Do not fill the water beyond the full mark on the water level indicator.
Do not try to fill the water into the cooler when in operation.

Do not move the cooler rapidly when there is water in the tank.

Keep safe distance from
the curtains.
